Olympian Teaser

Instructions: The twelve images below can be matched into six pairs so that each pair
suggests an item or figure(s) from Greek mythology. The images in a pair could combine
to indicate a single name, (eg. “TIE” + “TON” = TITAN), or each image could indicate a
separate person/item where the two are closely associated, (eg. “ATLAS” + “SKY").

For each pair, draw a straight line between the dots next to each image.

After you have drawn all six lines connecting the pairs, find all the letters that are each
intersected by more than one line. Read these letters from left-to-right and from top-to-
bottom to find a 6-letter word that could have been used to describe the nymph, Echo,
before she was cursed by Hera.
